Such
implementation and reorientation of IR, in turn, potentially offers fertile areas of expansion to

thinking in the IR field itself.

Dr. Malgorzata Szabaciuk, Maria Curie-Sktodowska University, Poland / Marijos Kiuri-Sklodovskos

When considering issues of the impact that document management systems reception can
have on the Polish foreground archive, you must first address the issue of computerization of
these systems. Especially since the nineties of the XX century, we have to deal with their rapid
saturation with computer technology what makes that they become increasingly computerized.
Presentation will attempt to answer how the Electronic Document Management systems affect
the practice in Polish chancellery offices and private companies. A representative group of com-
puter programs for the management of chancellery and company archive will be presented. They
will serve as examples showing at what stage the solutions applied in the Polish current records

management practice are, as well as those remaining on the stage of the transition archiving.



EZD-type systems are able to reign over huge masses of not structured information. For an
archivist and chancellery researcher, this means that we are entering a time of breakthrough
that will change, in a decisive manner, a prospect research, both theoretical and practical. The
last two centuries were the eras when chancellery systems, and consequently the archives, bent
under the weight of the massive scale of the documentation. The way to solve this problem has
been the introduction of complex systems of files registration, and above all, giving them specific
systems, ie, structures, without which it was impossible to control of documentation. It must
therefore bear in mind that information technology promises to remove barriers associated with

the multitude of information, records, or the files.

Drs. LauraJuchnevié, Vilnius University, Faculty of Communication / Vilniaus universitetas, Komunikacijos fakultetas

The development of information and communication technologies, formation of network so-
ciety, relationship of people of different generations with new technologies and environmental
transformations during recent decades have also caused changes in institutions generated by

the society, for example, libraries. Therefore, together with the society libraries also experience

transitions — they are introduced with new, unusual roles. As information and communication

technologies are imposed in the society, from being mere storage areas, libraries now become

spaces based on ensuring public needs and welfare.

In order to analyse the transition of the roles of libraries based on theory of systems and syste-

matic view, the following actions were made according to the established methodology:

1. Having analysed the Theory of the Network Society by Manuell Castells, the elements of network
society and requirements for public sector bodies, including libraries, were defined.

2. Having applied a method of literature and contents analysis, it was established what type of
functions are inherent to libraries. According to functional clusters, the nowadays roles of
libraries are established. It allows to form a map of library roles, where the axes in the plane
view, based on insights, having performed literary analysis, mark performance of the library
time-wise (axis X) from traditional functions to new ones, and the ratio to society (axis Y)
from library-storage house to library as a space for members of the society.

3. The manner of library transition (the roles to be taken) is designed in order to meet requi-
rements of the network society.

New roles of libraries generate new values and bring benefit to the society. Establishment and

design of library roles provides more thorough understanding possibilities of usage of values

generated by them.

In today’s political communication more references are made to changing political discourse,
where political discussion, constructive critique is overtaken by political cynicism, negativity.
Works by researchers analysing the changing political discourse includes statements on such
changes to be caused by the ration between politicians and media, to be more precise, the change
of media contents, dominated by apathetic view to politics, politicians, decisions made by them,
which (the style) is then transferred to the discourse of politicians, sometimes — consciously,
sometimes — not, simply restating texts constructed by media. Supporters of the latter view state
that political cynicism shows political populism as political cynicism includes apathetic view
towards competitors, their actions, usually without any arguments, in spite of constructive cri-
tique or reasoned opposing to decisions made, respective political actions. This presentation shall
analyse statements of politicians published in information portals for the purpose of establishing
the dominant political discourse: political subjects, raising issues, and discussion thereof. The
research provides a hypothesis that political cynicism is specific to politicians with little political

experience and those willing to anchor in the political area in this manner.

'The paper shows the role which social media play in the Catholic Church in Poland, both in
various institutions and in different communities and associations. Empirical research has been
done on almost three thousand respondents.

Communication in the internet space is an important part of Church activity and of fulfilling
her mission of proclaiming the Gospel. Social media are an integral part of the life of millions of
people, bringing many opportunities for contacting the internet users and supporting the activity
of Church institutions. The paper will be devoted to these problems, at the same time being
a presentation of the research related to social websites, multimedia platform channels, blogs,
micro-blogs and wiki tools. The paper will answer the question to what extent the institutional
Church (dioceses and religious orders) and various Church institutions make use of the social
media to communicate with the contemporary internet user.

Dr. Emanuel Kulczycki, Adam Mickiewicz University in Poznari, Poland / Adomo Mickeviciaus universitetas
Poznangje, Lenkija

The aim of the presentation is to discuss several consequences of the Open Science from a
perspective of scholarly communication and communication studies. An idea of the Open
Science is known as a model for the scientific practices. In this study I extend an existing
approach and I define the idea as a set of rules (norms, instructions) for academic practices.
I assume that scholarly communication is a foundation of the Open Science. Furthermore, I
present three domains of the Open Science: the Open Access, the Open Data, and the Citizen
Science. The main problem, however, is how to interpret transformations of science in the
Age of the Internet and consider the influence of social media on scholarly communication.
The most important conclusion to be reached here is that the social media have changed
science and scholarly communication. The value of this approach lies in a perspective of the
philosophy of communication that can be very effective for a charac terization socio-cultural

changes.

It examines the use of web 2.0 tools among teenagers
and reveals their opinion about the most appropriate web 2.0 tools for libraries. An identification
of the most appropriate web 2.0 tools for libraries was carried out according to four library
and information science sources which mainly analyses the use of web 2.0 tools within library
environment. The empirical research is grounded on a results obtained from an e-questionnai-
re. The empirical research is based on the 820 responses collected from students from 8th and
oth grades from the bigcities of Latvia. The received empirical results show Latvian teenagers
as frequent users of web 2.0 tools. Moreover, teenagers support the usage of such tools within
library environment. Instant messaging, social networks, video sharing and wikis are the most
frequently used web 2. o tools among Latvian teenagers. Those four tools teenagers also see as
the most potential within library environment. Mashups and podcasts are the least recognized
web 2.0 tools among Latvian teenagers while virtual worlds are considered as the least suitable

web 2.0 tool for libraries.

Latvijos paaugliai dazniausiai naudojasi
tokiomis programomis kaip momentiniy pranesimy siuntimo svetainés, socialiniai tinklai, vaizdo
mainy svetainés ir ,wiki“ svetainés. Paaugliai mano, kad $ios keturios priemonés turéty daugiausiai
potencialo, jei veikty bibliotekose. Tinklo programuy hibridai (angl. mashup) ir transliacijos internetu
(angl. podmst) yra maziausiai pripazintos i§ web 2.0 programy tarp Latvijos paaugliy, o virtualas

pasauliai traktuojami kaip maziausiai bibliotekoms tinkamos web 2.0 programos.

Global competition and constantly accelerating business changes have a key effect to different
organisations. One of the most import management input of a business organization influencing

its success in the market is knowledge management — it is the process of gaining advantage in orga-



nizational competitiveness by controlling valuable, rare, difficult to restate and effectively organised
resources of competences — knowledge, experience, skills that create added value for organisations.
Knowledge management in a business enterprise supplements the existing management framework
by factors indicating performance and development context of the company — non-material stated
and unstated objects and management thereof. The presented researches highlighted that by analy-
sing expressions of information and knowledge management on an organisational level the changes
to economic situation and social life changes cause the change of organisations. The combination
of learning and creativity of organisations causes the development of new knowledge and compe-
tences, productivity of organisational performance. Based on findings of the empirical research, the
knowledge management situation in Lithuanian organisations shall be analysed in the presentation:

knowledge management processes, organisational culture, trainings, knowledge application.

There is a resemblance and many common points between sports tourism and athletic tourism
but there is also a difference (outdoor activities and outdoor fitness). The sports tourism is
an activity of people (public) to watch an event, “a mega event — global event” i.e, football or
Olympic Games while athletic tourism means the activities in athleticism. The mass media can

promote the athletic events over the world and the host country becomes a tourist destination.

The aim of the presentation is to examine the role of Mass Media. The method employed is
qualitative content analysis. The sampling is the R/TV programs in Greece that promote the
sports tourism during the period 2010-14 (economic crisis in Greece) and the Mega-Global

events in different countries.

A spokesperson in the times of social media must be able to communicate using 140 character-
length messages. Such lapidary form of communication, contained within one text message poses
a great challenge for the spokesperson. Twitter provides the speed of communication. It works
nearly in the real time. This dynamically developing (at least in Poland) micro-blog service provides
a succinct speech form, unparalleled elsewhere. The message conveyed through Twitter is able to
reach a great number of recipients (above all, people dealing with communications — especially
journalists) and is a chance to break through the excess of information flooding the media world.
Internet users can choose the stream of information from a selected source and do not need to read
messages uninteresting for them. The spokesperson can block the users who are too aggressive or
cannot discuss things in an acceptable way. And all this within just moments, since using the Twitter
is e asy. The paper will be devoted to the role micro-blogs have in the work of a spokesperson and

the influence the spokesperson can exert on the environment through micro-blogs.

In the age of digitalisation developing the existing or establishing new organisational perfor-
mance, optimization models and seeking to effectively use economic and social value of the
information (thus, records as well), not only record management issues are faced, but also issues
of intercompatibility of information systems managing various forms of records. It is a serious
challenge for public sector entities. Effective internal administration of public sector entities,
also including record management is considered a part of successful performance. Legal acts
regulating preparation of specifications of electronic records, specifications of electronic records,
requirements for electronic record management in Lithuania altogether form assumptions en-
suring intercompatibility of information systems. A model of electronic record defined by legal
acts defines the structure of electronic document (content, metadata and e-signatures). The model
is based on open format and standards and recommendations for e-signature. Compatibility
of electronic records signed with e-signature allows the transfer of electronic record created
in a single information system to any other system, verification of authenticity of such record
and its availability for storage, if software of those systems meets established requirements of
preparation of electronic records. Model implementation is not linked to single software. It may
be used with any other tool, at different libraries and platforms, which facilitates compatibility

of information systems.

It
is planned to present the developments of LVL during the conference, by analysing flows of
visitors, which are registered with the help of Google Analytics tool. Data of 1 research year shall

be provided and analysed, which would allow to disclose changes in library visitors’ behaviour.

Prof. Dr. Gintaras Aleknonis » Mykolas Romeris University, Lithuania / Mykolo Romerio universitetas, Lietuva

Information conflicts have nowadays become a delicate and popular subject, which is
firstly in focus of politicians and mass media. The “practical” importance of information
warfares highlighted in public space has in part become a setback to impartial look at this
phenomenon. Entwined into very specific communication contexts information conflicts
in Lithuania nowadays are percepted as attacks from external enemies, forgetting historical
past, which witnesses that the influence of propaganda hardly ever crosses national boar-
ders. For example, the influence of communist propaganda in SSSR and satellite countries
may be widely discussed, however, such propaganda was limited to narrow left wing in the
Western democracies.

The presentation analyses the friend and foe dilemma, which in information conflict with
Russia gained a symbolic meaning, and transformations of the European Union image.
In the eyes of ordinary Russian citizens the Baltic states together with Georgia and the
United States of America was depicted as major enemy. It is analysed how did Russian
propaganda managed to form such an opinion, which is based on the deformation of
the Fascism myth recalling the years of WW II. The symbolic meaning of the European
Union is related to the image of a scapegoat and to deletion of limits between an alliance

and a union.

Elasticity is the feature of knowledge of the highest level. It applies to knowledge of individuals —
experts, scientists, students or to more general level — organisations. The presentation analyses
knowledge of students, the purpose of the presentation is to analyse the manner of experimental
evaluation of knowledge elasticity of students. Knowledge reflected in the concept system is
analysed. Knowledge may be inherent of elasticity at the final stage of learning. Knowledge elas-
ticity is theoretically defined as sensitivity of respondents’reply to hardly noticeable differences
of questions raised. Subject aspect of theoretical presentation was analysed in previous articles of
the author and conference presentations (in 2013). This presentation seeks to validate theoretical
thoughts with experiments. Outlines of research methodology will be discussed and a prelimi-
nary trial thereof will be performed with a small group of specific respondents — Information
Management students. The presentation will also include findings on the appropriateness of

evaluation methodology of knowledge elasticity and development trends thereof.

Cultural criminology is a recent offshoot of critical criminology which explores various links
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between contemporary culture, everyday life and transgression of social norms. The results of
recent studies by cultural criminologists may interest scholars in other disciplines because of their
specific approach towards the tensions generated by immensely global technology populated
with minutely local meanings. This presentation will discuss the theoretical and methodological
background behind such research, as well as the ways in which these insights may be applied in

contemporary media and communication studies.

The aim of the article is to constitute whether social media is truly worthwhile for local newspa-
pers, television and radio. The article reveals representation of local media in electronic environ-
ment, mainly social networks. Local media is communication category which despite of exposure
of communication technologies is still making information processes of local space and is able to
reach out and captivate it's audience. In the theoretical literature such media category is referred
as small journalism and as opposite national journalism. Local media remains a significant part
of the traditional news sector and thus serve narrow interests, first defined by geography. It is
found no strong relationships between social and local media. Target audience of local media is
not large, they serve audience which doesn’t manage social media thus communication model

of social media is advantage for so called “big” journalism.

Electronic document enables to increase productivity. An important contribution to stream-
lining workflow in Cherkassy region in 1970—2014 he made the staff of the State Archives of
Cherkassy region. The issue of rationalization of the electronic document in Cherkassy oblast
occupies an important place because its territory was important industrial complex, which
need effective management. This facilitated this scientific and technical kinoinformatsiyi and
propaganda. It helped to increase training to different areas in management . A major step was
the Ukrainian Research Institute of Archival Affairs and Records Keeping (URIAARK). One
of the priorities of his department documentation was the unification and standardization of
case management for institutions to develop the conceptual apparatus of documentation and
so on. With the increasing flow of administrative documents and all proceedings in manage-
ment information systems (hereinafter - MIS) are important methods of optimal solutions,
system scientifically based criteria for evaluating information services and the principles of
effective organization of information. Effectiveness of MIS design is achieved through a uni-
fied methodological framework development, coordination processes of a system application
hardware platforms, software , methods and means of databases. Today at the state level issues
involved in electronic document electronic Central State Archive of Ukraine cooperates with
local and regional archives. Thus, the State Archives of Cherkassy region also contributes to
the training of employees of different areas, working with documents at regional level , using
various forms and methods for providing information to the electronic document . The main
issues in improving the electronic document -level domains are: employment of appropriate
technical equipment; workshops and courses for professional development. Today in Ukraine

at the state level, there are regula tory framework regulated structure of electronic documents



and the order of their treatment. In 2004 came into force the laws of Ukraine “On electronic
documents and electronic document”, “On electronic digital signature”. In late May 2012 the
chairman of the STS of Ukraine presented a Certification Authority digital signature. The
regional branch of his works also in Cherkassy. Create a project of an electronic document
is expedient to unify the scale of the entire state , which is possible with the help of modern

information technology.

Siandien valstybinio lygio klausimus apie elektroniniy
dokumenty valdymg sprendzia Ukrainos Centrinis valstybinis archyvas bendradarbiaudamas
su vietos ir regioniniais archyvais. Todél Cerkasy regiono valstybinis archyvas taip pat prisi-
deda prie jvairiy darbuotojy jgudziy lavinimo, butent moko dirbti su dokumentais regioniniu
lygmeniu, naudoti jvairias informacijos teikimo formas ir metodus elektroniniams dokumen-
tams sudaryti. Pagrindiniai klausimai gerinant elektroniniy dokumenty lygio domenus yra
§ie: atitinkamos techninés jrangos naudojimas, profesinio tobulinimosi seminarai ir kursai.
Siuo metu Ukrainoje valstybiniu lygiu yra reglamentuota elektroniniy dokumenty sistema ir
nustatyta jy dorojimo tvarka. 2004 m. jsigaliojo Ukrainos jstatymas dél elektroniniy doku-
menty ir elektroninio dokumento, jstatymas dél elektroninio skaitmeninio para$o. 2012 m.
geguzés mén. Ukrainos STS vadovas pristaté skaitmeninj parada Tvirtinanciai institucijai.
Cerkaso regione taip pat veikia ios institucijos padalinys. Elektroniniy dokumenty projekto
kurimg reikty suvienodinti visoje $alyje, tai baty jmanoma padaryti moderniyjy informaciniy

technologijy pagalba.

The presentation seeks to reveal the importance of use of information sources and argumen-
tation in public discourse. From the point of view of library and information science, critical
information assessment is one of the major abilities to process information, and argumented
provision of information may be related to expert knowledge of information on hand. Analysis
of discourse of Presidential election campaign 2014 in Lithuania is presented, which is based on
methodology by Kimmo Tuominen and Timo Turja for evaluation of cognitive authorities used
by presidential candidates for validation of stated arguments. Also assessment on which part of

the used cognitive authorities was treated as information sources, was performed.

The government of the Russian Federation systematically seeks to control mass media
in order to purposefully form the world perception of its citizens. Tools of information
warefare in Russia are applied along with propaganda and misrepresent the perception of
the world. Narrative used in public shows Russia as “besieged fortress”, which is sough
for destruction by the imperialistic west. The restoration of Russian greatness is carried

out with the help of many communication channels. The propagandist view of the world
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is exported to ex-soviet republics. Russian government purposefully depicts the picture of

the world in propagandic manner.

Rusijos federacijos valdzia siekia sistemingai kontroliuoti masines komunikacijos priemones,
kad galéty tikslingai formuoti savy pilie¢iy pasaulio suvokimg. Rusijoje naudojami informacinio
karo jrankiai taikomi su propaganda, iskreipia pasaulio suvokimg. Viesojoje erdvéje vartojamas
Rusijos, kaip ,apgultos tvirtovés“ naratyvas, kurig nori sunaikinti imperialistiniai vakarai.
Rusijos didybés atstatymas vyksta pasitelkiant daugelj komunikaciniy kanaly. Propagandinis
pasaulio vaizdas eksportuojamas j eks- sovietines respublikas. Rusijos valdZios samoningai

A few years ago, the concept of the precariat defined as a ,social class in statu nascendi” is the
issue which has been taken into wider consideration (i. a. Standing, Bauman). But before it was
named, a lot of researchers tried to describe and outline theoretical frames to the phenomenon
of precarization of labour (Gorz, Bourdieu, Hardt&Negri and others).

'This process is inseparably connected with the technological revolution which redefined model of
communication in recent years and it has re-shaped the construction of modern societies of highly
industrialized countries. These significant changes are also caused by mass occurance of immaterial
labour, which is knit into the fabric of the debate on the concept of ‘cognitive capitalism’ (Deleuze,
Guattari, Boutang and others), related to ‘the knowledge economy’, ‘the network society’, ‘the infor-
mation society’, and other similar notions. Cognitive capitalism itself is a theoretical construction,
created to replace previous modes of capitalism in order to describe and capture the socio-economic
changes caused by Internet and Web 2.0 technologies. These shifts have fundamentally transformed
the mode of production, the nature of labour and organization of modern societies.

The author will try to answer the question what are the connections between the debate on the
process of precarization of labour (which is also connected with mass protests of New social
movements like Indignados or Ocupy WallSt) and cognitive capitalism. The author will also
try to withdraw a scenario on what is the impact of the legacy of discussed changes: not only

within the labour market but also within social consciousness.

Sgvoka ,kognityvinis kapitalizmas“ i§ esmés yra teorinis darinys, sukurtas
kei¢iant ankstesnius kapitalizmo rezimus, sieckiant apibudinti ir fiksuoti interneto ir web 2.0
technologijy salygojamus socioekonominius pokycius. Sie pokyciai i§ esmés pakeité gamybos
pobudj, moderniy visuomeniy darbo ir organizacijy pobudj.

In today’s information society internet media and movies are increasingly influencing the
audience. The impact of these creative industries is disclosed in the fact that messages
provided by both mass media and cinema impact attitudes, values, and even identity of
the society. In Lithuanian internet media criminal events are presented every day and the
abundance of these messages hyperbolize the view of the existing reality. The discourse on
many criminal occurrences is used in Emilis Vélyvis films Zero and Zero 2. Therefore, it is
important to identify what causes representation of criminal events both in internet media
and cinema thus revealing the impact of criminal discourse in formation of the image of

Lithuanian society.

This paper examines the possibility of application of the models of homo economicus and
homo sociologicus in communication research and argues for the need of particular model of
communicating man — homo communicans.

S.Lindenberg famously defines homo economicus as resourceful restricted expecting evaluating
maximizing man; and homo sociologicus as socialized role-playing sanctioned man.

'This paper argues that these models of man are incompatible with the prevailing models of com-
munication, they fail to represent the communicative-interactional dimension of human behavior.
Although transmission form of communication might be reformulated as a sort of extensive-
form game, homo economicus is based on such a notion of rationality that omits communicative
aspects of decision and action, to say nothing about the creation of communicated meaning
conceptualized in constitutive model.

In case of homo sociologicus it is complicated to conceptualize active participation of the actors
in the creation of communicated meaning in constitutive model, and the autonomy of the sender
in transmission model.

'Therefore the conception of communicative agent should be developed - a model of an agent who
reflexively monitors his communication to the others, pays attention to their point of view, accor-

dingly changes his behavior and simultaneously participates in creation of communicated meaning.

Siame darbe nagrinéjamos homo economicus ir homo sociologicus modeliy taikymo galimybés
atliekant komunikacinius mokslinius tyrimus ir argumentuojama, kodél reikalingas konkretus
komunikuojancio asmens (homo communicans) modelis. S. Lindenberg puikiai apibidina homo
economicus kaip sumany, apribota, besitikintj, vertinantj, maksimaliai i$naudojantj Zmogy, o
homo sociologicus kaip socializuoty, vaidmenis atliekantj, sankcionuota Zmogy.

Siame darbe svarstoma, kad sie Zmogaus modeliai nesuderinami su dominuojanciais komu-
nikacijos modeliais, jie nesugeba atskleisti komunikacinio-sgveikinio Zmoniy elgsenos masto.
Nors komunikacijos perdavimo forma gali buti performuluojama kaip ekstensyvios formos

zaidimas, homo economicus yra formuojamas tokios racionalumo sampratos, j kuria nejtrau-

kiami komunikaciniai sprendimy aspektai ir veiksmai, jau nekalbant apie esminiame modelyje
konceptualizuotos komunikacinés reik§més kurima.

Homo sociologicus atveju sunku konceptualizuoti aktyvy aktoriy dalyvavimg kuriant esminio
modelio komunikacines reik§mes ir perdavimo modelio siuntéjo autonomiskuma. Todél reiké-
ty sukurti komunikacijos tarpininko sgvoka — tarpininko modelis, kuris refleksyviai stebéty jo
komunikacijg su kitais, kreipty démesj j jy poziurj, atitinkamai keisty elgseng ir tuo pat metu
dalyvauty kuriant perteikiama reik§me.

State archives have stored records compiled for centuries and today they become information
providers themselves. It is believed that information needs to be provided in such a form that any
person would be able to find and properly interpret it. Until now the services provided by state
archives were oriented to specialists, who in most cases knew how to find archival information.
Meanwhile, today archival information becomes of interest to many different individuals, who
have specific requirements to the information itself. During many years specific document recor-
ding traditions were formed in archives, which may not be easily changed in one day. Is today’s
archival record purposeful, or is it necessary to withdraw from a key principal of systemization
requirements and switch to search in databases and development of data bases themselves thus
allowing the search of information? However, in this case won’t we be experiencing the overflow
of searchable data not being able to tell the most necessary information from important infor-
mation. Thus, state archives have become hostages of new information forms and must have a
strong position in facing challenges of information communication technology, must engage in
successful and effective activity today and establish rules, state priorities and principles, which
will be used in the future information management preventing the formation of information
dump, which will not provide any possibility to associate or sort information, and moreover, to

use it purposefully.

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kelia labai specifinius reikalavimus. Per daugelj mety archyvuose susiformavo tam tikros doku-
menty apraSymo tradicijos, kurias ne taip lengva pakeisti per vieng diena.

Ar $iandieng archyvinis apraSymas save pateisina, ar vis délto reikia atsisakyti pagrindiniy princi-
piniy sisteminimo reikalavimy ir pereiti prie paieskos duomeny bazése bei paciy duomeny baziy
karimo, kuriomis naudojantis bus galima ieskoti informacijos? Tik tuo atveju ar nebus taip, jog mes
paskesime paieskos duomenyse, nebepajégdami isskirti batiniausios ir svarbiausios informacijos.
Taigi valstybés archyvai tampa naujy informacijos formy jkaitais ir turi turéti tvirta pozicija
susidurdami su informaciniy komunikaciniy technologijy keliamais i$§ukiais, turi sékmingai
ir efektyviai veikti jau $iandien ir nusistatyti taisykles, i$skirti prioritetus bei principus, kuriais
galéty vadovautis ateityje valdydami informacija, jog nesukurty informacijos sgvartyno, kuriame

nejmanoma nei susieti, nei ra$iuoti informacijos, o tuo labiau jos tikslingai naudoti.

'The presentation is focused on contact points and problematic points of view of local government and
local media. The presentation consists of two parts. In the first part a review of the situation in Lithu-
anian regional periodics in 2013 is presented, focus is made on the issue, which in the media system
has appeared during several last years — mass media financed and published by the local governments.
Even though pursuant to the Law on the Provision of Information to the Public of the Republic
of Lithuania it is illegitimate, yet representatives of local government find different “legal” ways to
support such media. This issue is analysed from a legal perspective. The presentation includes insights
and summaries on the manner in which such media distorts the overall system of regional periodics.
In the second part of the presentation the author presents empirical research on Lithuanian re-
gional periodicals of the end of 2013 — beginning of 2014. The extent of the research — survey data
of 100 respondents, employees of regional and local media offices. Research findings are analysed
in several sections — characteristics of mass media, priorities of selecting mass media, relations of
local government and regional mass media, competitiveness of local mass media and factors of
fair competition; independence of mass media offices and the level of their social responsibility.

Issues of professional preparedness and vocational training of journalists working in Lithuanian

regional periodic offices is discussed separately.

Si problema analizuojama teisiniu
aspektu. Pranesime pateikiamos jzvalgos ir apibendrinimai, kaip tokios Ziniasklaidos veikimo
formos iskreipia visg regioninés periodikos sistema.

Antrojoje pranesimo dalyje autoré pristatys Lietuvos regioninés periodikos redakeijy empirinj
tyrima, atlikta 2013 mety pabaigoje — 2014 mety pradzioje. Tyrimo imtis —100 respondenty — re-
gioniniy ir vietiniy redakcijy darbuotojy — apklausos duomenys. Tyrimo rezultatai analizuojami
keliais pjaviais — Ziniasklaidos priemoniy charakteristikos; Ziniasklaidos priemonés pasirinkimo
prioritetai; vietos valdzios ir regiono Zziniasklaidos priemoniy santykiai; vietos Ziniasklaidos
priemoniy konkurencingumas ir saziningos konkurencijos veiksniai; Ziniasklaidos priemoniy
redakeijy nepriklausomumas ir jy socialinés atsakomybés lygmuo. Atskirai bus aptarti Zurnalisty,
dirbanc¢iy Lietuvos regioninés periodikos redakcijose, profesinio pasirengimo bei kvalifikacijos

kélimo klausimai.

Information and knowledge are one of the key resource of organisations and major sources
of information in today’s dynamic environment. Expedient management of such resources
allows competitive advantage of organisations by generating greater added value and increasing
process effectiveness. Considering findings of the World Economic Forum: Global Compe-
titiveness Report 2012-2013, Lithuania was ranked 16 among 144 countries by the number of
people with higher education; however, turned 47 according to sub-index of innovation and
business sophistication. Such statistics show that knowledge potential in Lithuanian entities
is high, yet is not sufficiently used, not all knowledge is practiced in the manufacturing of
goods and in the development of services. One of the reasons for such rather low index of
innovativeness of Lithuania might be called the non-expedient knowledge management, not
being able to establish favourable conditions for knowledge sharing, lack of trust and openness.
For the purpose of solving the mentioned issue an Integrated Knowledge Management Model

was created, which promoted continuous development of innovations inside organisations.



After empirical research the possibilities of application of theoretically reasoned integrated
knowledge management model, which promotes continuous development of innovations, was

established in Lithuanian companies.

Viena i§ priezasciy, kodél
Lietuvos inovatyvumo indeksas yra ganétinai Zemas galéty buti netikslingas Ziniy valdymas,
nesugebéjimas sukurti palankios aplinkos ziniy dalinimuisi, pasitikéjimo ir atvirumo stoka.
Siekiant i$spresti minéta problema, sukurtas Integralus Ziniy valdymo modelis, skatinantis
nuolatinj inovacijy karimg organizacijose. Teorikai pagrjsto integralaus Ziniy valdymo modelio,
skatinancio nuolatinj inovacijy karima, pritaikymo galimybés, atlikus empirinj tyrimg, buvo

nustatytos Lietuvos jmonése.

The starting point for the presentation is a tension between the concept of the emancipatory
character of social media and new media announced by various researchers and the notion of
cyber-utopianism proposed by Evgeny Morozov. Memorable terms as Twitter Revolution,
Facebook Revolution or Wikileaks Revolution used to describe different protests which were
coordinated using social media, invariably seem to connect communication via new media with
increasing civic activity and awareness. At the same time we are facing the phenomenon of
slacktivism (apparent social participation via Internet) which, by networking, significantly reduces
the critical reception of information and the ability to assess the real impact of the activists.

The presentation will be constructed as an attempt at forecasting using critical assumptions by

E. Morozov, M. Castells and S. Zizek.

Marijus Cizas, SE Centre of registers, Lithuania / V] Registry centras, Lietuva

Real estate registry is based on large amount of documents provided by clients, for the purpose
of storage of hardcopies or originals of which the Centre of Registers for many years have used
large human and material resources. Therefore, back in 2001 a decision was made to digitize
copies of received documents and store them in electronic repositories. Two directions were
selected: scanning of hardcopy documents and creation of electronic records at the notary
work places. For storage, indexing, retrieval and publishing of both types of documents a
document management system SEPARION AG was selected, which encompasses all pre-
viously mentioned functions. As it was decided to make copies in black and white, this caused
a problem with brightness of coloured signatures and stamps, which was solved with the help
of Kofax VRS software. Another flow of documents, which began in 2009, was of records of
notary transactions created by notaries using NETSVEP networked service and signed with
e-signatures, which were saved on Saperion system directly from notary working places. The
provision of all such documents to users was based on networked service, therefore, Saperion
standard interface is only used by individuals saving records on the repository, other users
view it on standard network browsers. One problem which was not solved yet — document
depersonalisation. The Law on Data Protection only provides public publication of such
documents selected by us, which do not include personal data — name, personal identification
number. Concealing such data based on text recognition algorithms would allow to publicize

accumulated records more extensively.

Todél dar 2001 m. buvo priimtas sprendimas gauty dokumenty
kopijas skaitmeninti ir saugoti elektroninése saugyklose. Buvo pasirinktos 2 kryptys — popieriniy
dokumenty skenavimas ir elektroniniy dokumenty karimas tiesiai notaro darbo vietose. Tiek
vieny, tiek kity dokumenty saugojimui, indeksavimui, paieskai ir publikavimui buvo pasirinkta
SAPERION AG dokumenty valdymo sistema, apimanti visas minétas funkcijas. Kadangi
buvo pasirinktas juodai-balty kopijy variantas, tai viena i§ problemy buvo spalvoty parasy ir
antspaudy ry$kumas, kuri i$spresta naudojant Kofax VRS sistema. Kitas dokumenty srautas,
prasidéjes 2009 m., tai NETSVEP tinklinés paslaugos pagalba tiesiai notaro kuriami ir elek-
troniniu para$u p asiradyti notariniy sandoriy dokumentai, kurie j Saperion sistema talpinami
tiesiai i$ notaro darbo vietos. Visy §iy dokumenty pateikimas vartotojams realizuotas tinklinés
paslaugos pagalba, tad Saperion standartine sasaja naudojasi tik talpinantys j saugykla asmenys,
visi kiti — per standartinae tinklines narSykles. Viena problema, kurios dar nepavyko issprest,
tai dokumenty nuasmeninimas. Duomeny apsaugos jstatymas leidzia viesai publikuoti tik tuos
musy surinktus dokumentus, kuriuose nefiguruoja asmens duomenys — pavard¢, asmenns kodas.
Siy duomeny ,paslépimas* remiantis teksto atpazinimo algoritmais leisty dar placiau vieginti

sukauptus dokumentus.

In the discussion of EU as an international actor the coherence is one of the important aspects of
foreign policy. One of the instruments of foreign policy is public diplomacy, which in the network
society is often embodied in the form of digital diplomacy — use of information technologies for
achieving diplomatic goals through reaching the networks of information consumers in the Internet.
'The significance of digital diplomacy for the EU was outlined by numerous politicians and resear-
chers, and have actualised after the events in Ukraine, when the refusal of government to sign the
Association Agreement led to the wave of escalating protests, overthrown of the President, deep
political crisis and territorial losses (annexation of Crimea by Russia). EU digital diplomacy have been
actively embodied in that process, but sometimes it appeared to be far from being a concerted action.
'The question of this report is to check if EU social media diplomacy is performed as an ins-
trument of coherent foreign policy at the case of EU-Ukraine relations. It will add value to the
discussion about EU as an international actor and provide explanations of the peculiarities of

digital diplomacy, namely European, in social media.

Mass media is one of the pillars of the authority in contemporary Russia. Since year 2000 it



was process of mass media (first of all TV) sources concentration in Kremlin hands. According
,Press freedom index 2014 Russia hold 148 position between 180 countries (“Reporters without
borders” describing situation of press freedom in Russia as “difficult”). After Soviet Union collapse
Russia and the Baltic States chose a different geopolitical fields, and now Lithuania, Latvia and
Estonia are in enemy position in mass-consciousness of the Russian Federation society. Partly
it is result of Russian mass media influence. Russian press use some basic ideological myths to
construct negative image of the Baltic States.

Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia are showing as “Nazi” ("Fascistic”) states. The Baltic Countries also
are accuse of “rusophobia” (hatred to Russia). Russian mass media using agenda of Russian-speaking
minorities (so called ,,compatriots®) in the Baltic States in “breach of minorities rights” context.
'The basic myths about the Baltic States in Russian mass media discourse should be named and
explored, because these myths could be used again Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia directly. It

shows not only examples of modern history of the Baltic States, but also actual Ukrainian case.

I dalies,
tai — Rusijos Ziniasklaidos jtakos rezultatas. Rusijos Ziniasklaida naudoja kelis pagrindinius
ideologinius mitus, kad sukurty neigiama Baltijos $aliy jvaizdj.

Lietuva, Latvija ir Estija pristatomos kaip nacistinés (fasistinés) valstybés. Baltijos Salys taip pat
kaltinamos ,,rusofobija“ (neapykanta Rusijai). Rusijos Ziniasklaida eskaluoja klausimus apie rusakal-
biy mazumas (taip vadinamus ,tévynainius*) Baltijos Salyse ,mazumy teisiy pazeidimy* kontekste.
Pagrindiniai mitai apie Baltijos $alis Rusijos Ziniasklaidos diskurse turi bati jvardyti ir i$nagri-
néti, nes tokie mitai gali buti tiesiogiai panaudoti prie$ Lietuva, Latvija, Estija. Parodomi ne tik
moderniosios Baltijos $aliy istorijos pavyzdziai, bet ir aktualas jvykiai Ukrainoje.

Recent Ukrainian crisis coverage by Russian media has made explicit the “systematic errors” of

the attempts to launch the public service broadcasting in the propaganda-oriented media system.

In contrary to European “success stories”, the history of the attempts to create Public TV in
Russia for last two decades has been the history of failures [ Vartanova, 2007; Richter 2007].
Russian Public TV (Obshchestvennoe televidenie Rossii - OTR) from the moment of its
formal establishing in April 2012 faced immediate critical discourse focused on the principal
“architectonic” mistake: public TV established “from above” can not be really independent (i.e.
public in stricto senso). After the start of broadcasting in May 2013 there are still many unclear
things and unanswered questions - legal, ethical, financial, social, professional etc.

According to the results of the representative for all Russian population public opinion poll,
conducted in August, 2013 by the fund “Obshchestvennoe mnenie”, only 9% of the citizens have
seen any transmission to the OTR, and only 6% of those respondents said that they liked new
TV channel. [FOM, 2013, Kachkaeva, 2013]

The proposed paper is intended to elaborate a “fail-safe” model of Public TV in Russia.

2013 m. balandZio mén. fondo ,,Obshchestvennoe mnenie vykdytos visos Rusijos populiacijos
vie$osios nuomonés apklausas atspindintys rezultatai parodé, kad tik 9 % pilie¢iy maté bent
vieng OTR laida ir tik 6 % tokiy respondenty teige, kad jiems patiko naujasis televizijos kanalas
[FOM, 2013, Kachkaeva, 2013].

Contemporary theoretical thinking in museology is indebted to three traditions that took shape in
the 1970s but came to maturity in the 1980s. The first tradition can be described as “middle European”,
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initially strongly biased by Marxist-Leninist thinking, but stripped of its ideological dimension given
an international platform in the International Committee for Museology (ICOFOM) created in
1976. The second tradition can be described as “French”, generally identified as “muséology nouvelle”.
This tradition, institutionalised as the International Movement for a New Museology (MINOM)
created in 1985, found its followers especially in Latin America. The third tradition can be described
as “British”and is generally known as “new museology”. This thinking recently developed into “critical
heritage studies”, institutionalised as the Association of Critical Heritage Studies (ACHS), created
in 2013. Interestingly, the digital revolution, internet, the emergence of social media, the network
society, has hardly been on the agenda of these three organisations. In the present paper it will be
argued that new technologies provide a framework within which the initial ideals on which the three
traditions are based, can be realised more fully than when these ideals were formulated. Keywords
are participation (“museum 2.0”) and integration (“museum 3.0”). In both cases the parameters of
professionalism are challenged, requiring a new understanding of training. Beyond this challenge
there is the important duty of the profession as such (and its training institutions) to thoroughly
study the traditions on which it is based, and to actualise them. The assumption is that the challenge

of the network society does not require a complete rejection of the old traditions.

Each time new media are introduced this provokes different kinds of reactions in our
society. Technology optimists are sure that we are heading for a utopian situation because
new media will solve a range of societal problems, while technology pessimists predict
rather apocalyptic consequences. Technology history shows us a clear pattern: the intro-
duction of new media such as the telegraph, the radio, telephone, the PC and mobile ICT
applications is seen by most people as a unique phenomenon, a revolution affecting our
society in an extreme positive or negative way. Some years later, though, it appears that
the societal consequences of new media have not been rightly predicted by neither the
technology optimists nor the technology pessimists. This keynote will first show several
historical examples to give empirical evidence for this statement. Then, the role of age for
the way people from different generations deal with the introduction of new media will
be discussed by using the concepts of ‘technology generations’ and ‘life stages’. Attention
will also be paid to the extent to which new media build on old media. Finally, the societal
implications of not (adequately) using new media by older and younger generations will

be sketched from a literacy perspective.

Sis pagrindinis akcentas pirmiau atskleidZia keletg istoriniy pavyzdziy, pateikianéiy em-
piriniy $io teiginio jrodymy. Po to naudojant savokas ,technologijy kartos® ir ,gyvenimo
etapai“ bus aptariamas amziaus vaidmuo nustatant, kaip skirtingy karty Zmonés reaguoja
i naujy informavimo priemoniy jvedimg. Taip pat bus skirta démesio tam, kiek naujoji
ziniasklaida yra paremta sengja. Galiausiai rastingumo poziuriu aptarsime visuomeninius

All archives, libraries and museums of the world are actively participating for several decades
already in the digitalization processes of cultural heritage. However, the issues related with
the technical infrastructure of digitalization and information management in the practice of
current memory institutions are much more visible and discussed than the problems arising in
digitalization from the changing content of the role and ethical obligations of such institutions.
The significance of ethic aspects is indicated by the fact that many advantages of digitalization
of cultural heritage, such as unlimited access on internet, etc., quite often become the source of
ethic problems. Ethic problems are closely related with the role of archives, libraries and mu-
seums in communicating the memory, the conception of cultural heritage as the public good,
as well as the obligation of memory institutions to ensure the conditions for human rights in
searching, receiving and making use of quality information, expressing own opinion and learning
from the sources of the cultural heritage. The purpose of this presentation is to formulate and
analyze the key ethic problems in the digitalization of cultural heritage at memory institutions.
The following topics are discussed in the presentation: the interpretation of the heritage of
various communities and the issues of public presentation, limitations on cultural heritage for

commercial services and cooperation with private establishments, etc.

Museums, according to the contemporary Austrian museologist Friedrich Waidacher, are means
of expressing musealism, ideas and contacts. Museums through traditional and innovative forms
present their contents: ideas and information texts of the heritage, communicative expression,
meeting areas. The presentation discusses the interaction of the form and contents in the supply
of museums, as well as the addressees and the idea of an imaginative museum, which has been
raised in 1947 by the philosopher Andre Malraux (1901 — 1976), tendencies of the development
and paradigm. Also it discusses the distinction of the situation of supply in Lithuanian museums

and the characteristic affinities for the development of supply in the museums of the world.

The changes in the media and journalism raise quite a few guestions. How the media means
are going to develop in the future with regards to their periodicity and content? What way will
journalism and journalistic activities choose — will the tendencies of Multimedia and universalism
be enhanced further, or returned to specialisation?

'The presentation will remind about the stages of development of journalism, introduction of
new media (press, radio, television, electronic media), the change of expression, trying to adapt
to the new conditions. Also the issue will be raised whether the changes of today are of the

revolutionary or the evolutionary nature, and what are the future prospects.

Computer-mediated communication (CMC) is one of our daily communication practices.
Communication channels, devices and content they transmit rapidly take over and blur spatial
and temporal boundaries between private, professional, educational and entertainment use.

Ability to effectively manage multiple communicative activities and channels is becoming com-
mon practice and requirement for academic staff. Unlike students, academics are much more
diverse research group with diverse information and communication technology (ICT) equi-
pment, usage, competencies and attitudes. Nevertheless they face extensively growing demand for
everyday use of ICT and CMC. Problem arises when individual becomes exposed to excessive
communicative saturation and starts to feel communication overload and disruptiveness. It affects
one's attention, feasibility, balance of daily routine and can cause psychological discomfort. Howe-
ver, research shows sense of discomfort when certain communication channels are not available.
The presentation will introduce the concept of communicative saturation and the results on
recent survey about use of ICT and CMC among the academic staff of the University of Latvia.

issues of the problem from the sociolinguistic perspective.

In this paper, a model for theoretical
approach to the current problems in cultural journalism will be developed, based on theoretical
reflections and research done in different countries of the globalized world and the evidence
from qualitative research (in-depth interviews) with professionals from various Latvian media

working in the field of cultural journalism.

The virtual communities increasingly common in the cyberspace use their particular, hermetic
code and style. In order to communicate with the groups one needs to get to know their language
first. The members of virtual societies make their lexicons where slang elements are collected
and explained. Such types of lexicons are very helpful to understand community subcode and
specific style of society communication. The paper analyses selected glossaries of virtual socio-
lects. The macro- and microstructure of the lexicons and their utility are the main subject of

the author's considerations.

Along with the expanding process of studying egodocumentation, i.e. private writings in the
first person, the question arises about their reliability, classification and use in the studies of
communication and information. Presentation, referring to the sources recently introduced into
the scientific circulation (travelling diaries, memoirs, letters, etc.) tries to grasp the peculiarities of
descriptions and practices of social communication provided by memory institutions, as well as their
development under the conditions of early modernization. A systemic model is presented which
allows classifying these subjective sources of libraries and the history of reading with the help of
social stratification, itineraristics, biographistics and other theoretical approaches and methods. A
conclusion may be drawn that in using egodocuments as the source of research it is necessary to
consider the values of attitudes and the existing norms of the particular epoch and the respective
generation helping to ‘decode’ the given information. On the other side, for the sake of complete
interpretation, proper reading of egodocuments requires analysis and collation with the traditional

sources of libraries and the history of reading — catalogues, lists of readers, marginalia, etc.

Since the very night of June 21, when fire partly damaged Riga Castle, where more than 40% of
national museum collection is stored, the media of different type have been playing a particular
role in defining the weight and reasons of the accident. Along with the articles and interviews
the comments of the Internet readers create the picture depicting relationship between museums
and their audience. The report will examine the media texts referring the fire and consequences

in order to draw characteristics of museums role and prestige in the country.

'The everyday human behavior is determined by the settled norms of behavior in communities,
public spaces or closed groups of people. Ethics, as such, is createded in accordance with cer-
tain specific ideological or moral rules. At the begining of the twentieth century in Lithuania,
J. Keliuotis ascribed the public society, as well as journalism and media, with such ethic positions
as authority, freedom, justice, love. The author of the presentation provides some arguments on
why such ethical paradigms, practiced in isolation from each other, creates a situation of tensi-
on and disharmony. Prevailing logic of pluralism in network society creates new situations, which no
longer obey traditional systems of values. Is it possible for such correaltion of values, suggesed

by J.Keliuotis, to be balanced in post-modern society?

Dr. Michal Wendland, Adam Mickiewicz University, Poland / Adomo Mickevi¢iaus universitetas, Lenkija

It is a popular activity among internet users to review offers of all kinds. Laypersons rate
everything imaginable, from restaurants to physicians. Review portals like TripAdvisor and
RateMyProfessors as well as review features on retailer homepages (e.g. Amazon, Hostelworld)
mushroom in impressive numbers. These homepages form knowledge networks which allow
internet users to learn from others’ experiences.

However, research has limited itself to the study of online reviews’ economic effects. Their wider im-
pacts on society have been ignored. In contemporary societies, individuals are exposed to an infinite
number of choices, ranging from consumption to family models (Beck, 1992). However, selection is
risky because decisions can turn out to have been ‘wrong’. By rating offers, online reviews reduce this
risk. Thus, they allow people to make better use of their freedom of choices. It is revolutionary that
online reviews open the ‘experience knowledge’ of laypersons as knowledge resource both comprehen-
sively and permanently —and, at the same time, with egalitarian access requirements to the network.
In “knowledge society” (Drucker, 1993), this development touches directly upon issues of power:
Who can spread knowledge? Which knowledge does s/he spread? Who can access it> Who has
the literacy to use it successfully?

'This presentation discusses the empowerment potential of networks established around online reviews,
especially the potentials to strengthen the decider’s independence from the self-interested provider’s
informational strategies and to democratize access to expert knowledge and thus to reduce the ne-

gative impacts of structural social inequality on profiting from the benefits of the knowledge society.

Ar visi informacijos perdavimo procesai yra ir
komunikaciné veikla? A§ manau, kad komunikacijos identifikavimas su informacija yra tikrai
diskutuotinas dalykas. Galima, negriaunant komunikacijos teorijos, daryti i$vadg, kad komuni-
kacija ir informacija turi ,bendrg elementa, bet néra redukuojami vienas su kitu. Vienas galimy
sprendimy paprastai naudojamy komunikacijos antropologijoje (Winkin, Bateson, Goffman)
yra pripazinti komunikacija kaip ypatinga informacijos perdavimo atvejj. Galima buty taip pat
pripazinti, kad komunikacija neturi jokios pirminés funkcijos (esancios informacijos perdavime),

bet grei¢iau galéty buti apibudinta kaip socialinis reiskinys atliekantis daug ir jvairiy funkcijy.

Dr. Daiva Siudikiené, Vilnius University, Faculty of Communication / Vilniaus universitetas, Komunikacijos fakultetas

Media audiences make their choices in the multifunctional sphere of the media, which is character-
ised by a different nature and the logics of actions than the traditional media. Audiences have much
more possibilities for choices, and the new environment transforms activeness of media users. New
ways of interaction between the audience and the media are evidenced by the use of more concepts
than before for defining members of the audience and their new roles, for example: a user, consumer,
player, producer, visitor, donor, fan, friend, voyeurist, student, participant (Davis, Michelle, 2011, 560).
Moreover, media user may be as the media content producer as the circulator or consumer, and the
content generated by media users becomes dominant in the electronic space. Transfer from one role into
another is a particular issue of the study. When an active citizen in the virtual space becomes a passive
user, and when again he starts being an active member or a creator generating media content? Which
borders define such roles? What factors stimulate such transfer from one type of activities to another?
However, the most relevant problem of the study is the definition of features describing the activity of
the audience. Considering the increasing media variety theorists discuss the growing capacities of the
audience, as the users may choose media and the content with regards to their individual needs and
wishes, and control also when, where and how to use media. Definition of the dimension of activity is

a sore point through the lack of solid studies in this field, in particular for defining the activity of the
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new media audience. There is also lack of concepts explaining the activity of audiences, though the
interactive nature of the new audiences is naturally related with the active behaviour of media users.

'The purpose of this presentation is to provide theoretic approach towards the activity of audiences
within the multimedia environment and to present the outcomes of the qualitative survey carried
out in February — May 2013 indicating that various levels of activity and selective expression are

characteristic of media audiences.

Be to,
medijy naudotojas gali buti tiek medijy turinio kuréjas, tiek ir platintojas bei vartotojas, o medijy
naudotojy generuojamas turinys tampa dominuojantis elektroninéje erdvéje. Peréjimas i§ vieno
vaidmens j kitg yra itin svarbia studijy problema. Kada aktyviai virtualioje erdvéje veikiantis pilietis
tampa pasyviu naudotoju, o kada vél ima reikstis kaip aktyvus dalyvis ar medijy turinj generuojantis
kuréjas? Kokios ribos nusako $iuos vaidmenis? Kokie veiksniai skatina $iuos peréjimus nuo vienos
veiklos prie kitos? Taciau viena aktualiausiy auditorijos studijy problemy - auditorijos aktyvuma
nusakanéiy pozymiy apibrézimas. Didéjant medijy jvairovei teoretikai diskutuoja apie augancias
auditorijy galias, kadangi naudotojai gali rinktis medijas ir jy turinj atsizvelgdami j individualius
poreikius ir norus, o taip pat kontroliuoti, kada, kur ir kaip naudoti medijas. Aktyvumo dimensijy
apibrézimas yra opi problema, svariy studijy $ioje srityje truksta, ypa¢ naujyjy medijy auditorijy
aktyvumui nustatyti. Auditorijy aktyvumg aiskinanciy sgvoky taip pat néra itin daug, nors inte-
raktyvi naujyjy auditorijy prigimtis jau savaime yra sicjama su aktyvia medijy naudotojy elgsena.

Dr. Vincas Grigas, dr. Simona Petraityté, lekt. Eglé Akstinaité, Vilnius university, Faculty of
Communication; Library of Vilnius University, Lithuania / Vilniaus universitetas, Komunikacijos fakultetas; Vilniaus
universiteto biblioteka, Lietuva

The presentation aims at exploring and comparing the activity of National libraries in the EU

Member States in producing e-books based on the available collections of cultural heritage. E-
books of the National Library of Lithuania under the project eKlasika and other national libraries
of the EU Member States are being analyzed with regards to the quality, referring to the set of
criteria formulated by Dr. Ariinas Gudinavitius for the assessment of the quality of a digital book:
navigation, technical parameter, information organisation, information retrieval and other criteria.

'The study is carried out by using a number of different e-book reading devices: reader, tablet, PC.

Prane$ime siekiama itirti ir palyginti Europos Sajungos nariy Nacionaliniy biblioteky
aktyvuma kuriant elektronines knygas turimy kultaros paveldo kolekcijy pagrindu. Lietu-
vos nacionalinés bibliotekos projekto eKlasika bei kity ES nariy Nacionaliniy biblioteky
elektroninés knygos analizuojamos kokybés poziariu, remiantis dr.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rimvydas Lauzikas, Vilnius University, Faculty of Communication / Vilniaus universitetas,
Komunikacijos fakultetas

'The object of the presentation is the phenomenon of active musealisation. Active musealisation
is defined as the organized activity of private collectioners, institutions or the state, aimed at
increasing the collections of private, institutional or state museums. The beginning of active mu-
sealisation in Europe is related with the movement of collecting in the epoch of the Renaisance
seeking to supplement the collections with the values of the Antique Art.

'The purpose of the presentation is to analyse the hypothesis on the implementation of active
muealisation in Lithuania of the 17 century within the context of private collections of the
Radvila family. The most important sources of the analysis are related with the environment of
the Radvila family estates, including the 17* century Biala (currently Palenkes Biala) kunstka-
mera descriptions, where archeopological excavations are mentioned, as well as the material of
2012 archeological examinations of the Jutoniai (Dubingiai) barrow, indicating that the largest

barrow has been extorted in the historic times.

Pranesimo objektas yra aktyvaus muziejinimo reiskinys. Aktyvus muziejinimas apibréZiamas

kaip privaciy kolekcininky, institucijy ar valstybiy organizuota veikla, sickiant padidinti pri-



valius, institucinius ar valstybinius muziejy rinkinius. Aktyvus muziejinimo Europoje pradzia
siejama su renesanso epochos kolekcionavimo sgjudziu ir siekiais papildyti rinkinius Antikos
meno vertybémis.

Pranesimo tikslas - i$analizuoti hipotez¢ apie aktyvaus muziejinimo jgyvendinimg XVII
amziaus Lietuvoje, Radvily privaciy kolekeijy kontekste. Svarbiausi analizés §altiniai siejami
su Radvily dvary aplinka. Tai XVII amziaus Bialos (dab. Palenkés Biala) dvaro kunstkameros

The presentation introduces major development tendencies of the Lithuanian internet media
and discusses the changes in the sustainable development of the presentation of related topi-
calities in the media. It is stated that the concept of sustainable development, as well as major
related events remain in the margins of the created integral information field. Referring to
the theory of Albert Bandura on social cognitive mass communication, as well as the theory
of stimulation, making agenda and media impact, it analyzes what impact on the society
and public opinion may be done by the dominating way in the Lithuanian internet media of
presenting the sustainable development and the related events. Arguments are given that the
dominating tendencies of mixing genres and the increasing numbers of poor form entertain-
ing content, giving “particular importance” to economic challenges instead of cultural end
environmental, divert the attention of the society from the idea of sustainable development

and the related events.

Siame pranesime, pristatacius svarbesnes Lietuvos interneto Ziniasklaidos raidos tendencijas,
nagrinéjami su jomis susij¢ darnaus vystymosi aktualijy pateikimo Ziniasklaidos lauke poky¢iai.
Konstatuojama, kad darnaus vystymosi koncepcija, o ir daugelis su ja susijusiy jvykiy liecka Zinias-
klaidos kuriamo integralaus informacinio lauko uzribyje. Remiantis Alberto Banduros socialine
kognityvine masinés komunikacijos teorija, taip pat suzadininimo, darbotvarkés nustatymo
Ziniasklaidos poveikiy teorijomis analizuojama, kokj poveikj visuomenei ir vie$gjai nuomonei

gali daryti Lietuvos interneto Ziniasklaidoje vyraujantis darnaus vystymosi ir susijusiy jvykiy

pateikimo badas. Argumentuojama, kad vyraujancios tendencijos — Zanry maiSymas, prasto
skonio pramoginio turinio gauséjimas, ,ypatingos svarbos® vertés suteikimas ekonomikos, bet

ne kultaros ir aplinkosaugos issukiams nukreipia visuomenés démesj nuo darnaus vystymosi

idéjos ir su ja susijusiy jvykiy.

Dr. Nils S. Borchers, University of Mannheim, Germany / Manhaimo universitetas, Vokietija

It is a popular activity among internet users to review offers of all kinds. Laypersons rate
everything imaginable, from restaurants to physicians. Review portals like TripAdvisor and
RateMyProfessors as well as review features on retailer homepages (e.g. Amazon, Hostelworld)
mushroom in impressive numbers. These homepages form knowledge networks which allow
internet users to learn from others’ experiences.

However, research has limited itself to the study of online reviews’ economic effects. Their wider
impacts on society have been ignored. In contemporary societies, individuals are exposed to an
infinite number of choices, ranging from consumption to family models (Beck, 1992). However,
selection is risky because decisions can turn out to have been ‘wrong’. By rating offers, online
reviews reduce this risk. Thus, they allow people to make better use of their freedom of choices. It
is revolutionary that online reviews open the ‘experience knowledge’ of laypersons as knowledge
resource both comprehensively and permanently — and, at the same time, with egalitarian access
requirements to the network.

In “knowledge society” (Drucker, 1993), this development touches directly upon issues of power:
Who can spread knowledge? Which knowledge does s/he spread? Who can access it> Who has
the literacy to use it successfully?

'This presentation discusses the empowerment potential of networks established around online
reviews, especially the potentials to strengthen the decider’s independence from the self-inte-
rested provider’s informational strategies and to democratize access to expert knowledge and
thus to reduce the negative impacts of structural social inequality on profiting from the benefits

of the knowledge society.

Interneto naudotojy tarpe labai populiaru recenzuoti jvairaus pobudzio pasitilymus. Eiliniai
piliediai ne specialistai vertina viska, kas tik jmanoma, pradedant restoranais ir baigiant gydy-

tojais. Apzvalginiai portalai, tokie kaip TripAdvisor (kelioniy pataréjai) ir RateMyProfessors
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(fvertink mano profesorius), o taip pat ir apzvalgos apie mazmenininky tinklalapius (pvz., Amazon,
Hostelworld) dygsta kaip grybai po lietaus. Tokie tinklalapiai sudaro Ziniy tinklus leidZiancius
interneto naudotojams mokytis i§ kity patirties. Ta¢iau tyrimai apsiribojo internetiniy apzvalgy
ckonominio poveikio nagrinéjimu. Platesnis jy poveikis visuomenei nebuvo stebimas. Siuolai-
kinése visuomenése individas susiduria su daugybe galimybiy rinktis, pradedant nuo vartojimo
iki $eimos modelio (Beck, 1992). Taciau rinkimasis yra rizikingas, nes priimti sprendimai gali
pasirodyti buve ,neteisingi“. Internetinés apzvalgos vertinant pasitlymus gali sumazinti tokia
rizika. Taigi, jos leidZia Zmonéms geriau i$naudoti savo laisve rinktis. Tai labai naujoviska ir
drasu, kad internetinés apzvalgos atveria paprasty Zmoniy ,patirties Zinojima“ kaip Ziniy $altinj
tiek visapusiskai, tiek ir nuolatos — ir tuo padiu su egalitariniais (lygiaviniais) prisijungimo prie
tinklo reikalavimais.

privalumy.

Dr. Il'ya Bykow, St. Petersburg State University, Russia / Sankt Peterburgo valstybinis universitetas, Rusija

This paper describes the formation of community of Government Relations professionals
in St. Petersburg. The author points out various features of the emerging GR-market in
the city. Among overs it includes a creation of ‘GR-club North-West’, a beginning of GR
master program at St. Petersburg State University, a publishing of a textbook ‘GR: Theory
and Practice’. The paper presents the results of a complex research project which applies the
methods of content analysis, expert interview, case-study and structural analysis. The author
discusses the results of the research of GR-market in St. Petersburg. For example, the expert
interviews has revealed the most common types of GR-communications in St. Petersburg,
the particular sectors of city economics in which there is a luck of GR-professionals, and the
knowledge and the skills that needed for future GR-professionals. The author compates GR
in St. Petersburg and Moscow. He concludes that despite the dif ferences in budgets, turgets,

and sectors of Government Relations, there are astonishing similiarities in communication
techniques in both cities. At the same time the paper presents the result of expert interviews
which presents a picture of professional skills for succesfull GR-person. It shows a strong

domination of communication skills over all others.

Autorius aptaria GR-rinkos St. Peterburge mokslinio tyrimo
rezultatus. Pavyzdziui, eksperty apklausa atskleidé pacius bendriausius GR-komunikacijy tipus
St. Peterburge, konkrec¢ius miesto ekonomikos sektorius, kuriuose triksta GR profesionaly, o
taip pat ir ziniy bei gebéjimy reikalingy busimiems GR profesionalams. Autorius lygina GR
St.Peterburge ir Maskvoje. Jis daro i$vada, kad nepaisant skirtingo biudzeto, tiksly ir GR sek-
toriy, abiejuose miestuose yra ir stulbinanéiy panasumy komunikacijos technologijy srityje. Tuo
paciu straipsnyje pateikiami eksperty apklausos (interviu) rezultatai i§ kuriy galima susidaryti
vaizda apie profesionaly gebéjimus bati sekmingu GR veikéju. Isryskéja stiprus komunikaciniy

gebéjimy dominavimas tarp visy kity.

A particular situation has been formed in the practice of Lithuanian museums, when attempts
to prove their right of existing, force them to draw attention of the authorities and the society
and struggle for a significant place in the sphere of the state policy on education and culture.
Keeping and protecting the history of Lithuania, a region or a particular community, museums
are searching for new ways of attracting more and more demanding visitors, and for improving
the image of museums and the statistics of attendance. This is clearly reflected in the efforts of
museums to make use of modern communication forms and create distinctive, original traditions
of communication with their visitors. However, such efforts do not always give a positive effect

or are assessed as progressive and perspective.

Lietuvos muziejy praktikoje susidaré situacija, kai stengdamiesi jrodyti savo teise egzistuoti,
siekia atkreipti j save valdzios bei visuomenés démesj ir iSsikovoti reik§mingg vieta valstybés

Every PR practitioner is concerned where the media relations success lies: whether to have good
relationship with the journalists or simply develop skills to fit media channels to reach target audiences
by giving right material to right media people. While the first case refers to importance of the dialogue
and personal eye to eye or word of mouth communication, the second one indicates the importance
of content dissemination process and the weight of building relevant media writing capacities.

From information and communication science perspective the problem allows to rethink the
convergence of personal and mass communication. Who enables such a merger: customers,
technical factors or audience? What patterns of confluence do exist? What communication
elements govern the new system? How do the senders of the message deal with the challen-
ges? These questions still remain without the consideration in Lithuanian academic tradition.
The problem is interesting not only on practical or theoretical basis of communication. It may be
researched from the scope of news management. Focus of such an approach puts under scrutiny
phenomenon of newsworthiness. The latest research on news values criteria (Brighton, Foy, 2007)
shows that pressure of outside interest group (lobbyers, PR agencies, conjuncter, etc.) has crucial im-
portance and is in TOP3 among the news value criteria. News management approach to the topic of
personal relationship and mass media publicity correspondence requires to find the answer whether
the success of media relations depend on tricks of communication or on authenticity of the contact?
'The conference paper will present the results of media professionals survey on news value criteria,
the advantages and disadvantages of journalists and PR practionioners in media relations field
as well as case study of wrong and right doings while establishing personal communication with

journalists for media relations, crisis communication, and reputation management.

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Kokie egzistuoja susiliejimo modeliai? Kokie komunikacijos elementai valdo naujaj sistema? Kaip pra-
nedimo siuntéjai sprendzia isakius? Sie klausimai dar néra apsvarstyti pagal Lietuvos akademine tradicija.
Problema gana jdomi ne tik praktiniu ar teoriniu komunikacijos poziariu. Ja galima tyrinéti
pagal naujieny valdymo aspektus. Sutelkus démesj j tokj poziurj reikéty iSnagrinéti naujieny
svarbos reiskinj. Naujausi moksliniai tyrimai apie naujieny (Ziniy) vertés kriterijus (Brighton,
Foy, 2007) rodo, kad i$oriniy interesy grupiy spaudimas (lobizmas, asmeniniy rysiy agentaros,
tarpininkavimas ir kt.) turi lemiamos reik§més ir yra tarp trijy svarbiausiy (TOP3) naujieny
(ziniy) vertés kriterijy.

A complex bidirectional, multi-channel interaction with the networking society and digital
media influence the development of museum paradigm. The new tendencies are described by
museologists as the paradigm of a participating museum. Its formation along with the impact
of the theory of the new museology, constructive education and the communication of culture
was significantly dependant on the level of media interaction applied in communication and
the formed needs and habits of the society. The need of museum visitors for interactive com-
munication in the virtual space is increasing with each generation of the networking society

that experienced the impact of digital media. However, as research of Western and Lithuanian
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scientists reveal, quite a few museums continue communicating with their visitors in traditio-
nal ways corresponding with the logics of the industrial society, and aimed at a limited target
audience. On the other side, it is not clear whether museum visitors are willing and ready to
get actively involved in the virtual space activities offered by the museums. The strategy of a
participating museum is among effective measures in addressing such communication issues. The
purpose of the presentation is to introduce the survey carried out by the author on the websites
and “Facebook” networks of Lithuanian museums. Referring to certain quantitative criteria
(instruments empowering social interaction, attendance of the website, “Facebook” accounts and
characteristics of visitors) readiness of the national museums and their visitors was assessed for

the implementation of the participation paradigm in the virtual space.

Sudétinga dvikrypté, daugiakanalé sgveika su tinklaveikos visuomene ir skaitmeninémis medi-
jomis jtakoja muziejy paradigmy kaita. Naujausios jos tendencijos muzeology yra apibudina-
mos, kaip dalyvaujamo muziejaus paradigma. Salia naujosios muzeologijos, konstruktyvistinés
edukacijos ir kultaros komunikacijos teorijy jtakos, jos susiformavimas Zenkliai priklausé nuo
komunikacijoje taikomy medijy interaktyvumo lygio ir jo formuojamy visuomenés jpro¢iy bei
poreikiy. Su kiekviena skaitmeniniy medijy poveikj patyrusia tinklaveikos visuomenés karta,
muziejy lankytojy poreikis interaktyviai komunikacijai virtualioje erdvéje auga. Taliau, kaip
rodo Vakary saliy ir Lietuvos mokslininky tyrimai, nemazai muziejy su lankytojais ir toliau
komunikuoja tradiciniais, industrinés visuomenés logika atitinkanciais budais, skirtais ribotai
lankytojy auditorijai. Kita vertus, néra aisku ar muziejy lankytojai nori ir yra pasirenge ak tyviai
jsitraukti j virtualioje erdvéje muziejy sitlomas veiklas. Dalyvaujamo muziejaus strategija yra vie-
nas i§ efektyviy priemoniy spresti $ias komunikacijos problemas. Pranesimo tikslas yra pristatyti
autoriaus atlikta Lietuvos muziejy tinklapiy ir paskyry ,,Facebook® tinkle tyrima. Jame remiantis
tam tikrais kiekybiniais kriterijais (socialing saveika jgalinantys jrankiai, tinklapio lankomumas,
paskyros ,Facebook ir jy lankytojy charakteristikos) buvo jvertintas salies muziejy ir jy lankytojy

pasirengimas dalyvavimo paradigma jgyvendinti virtualioje erdvéje.
